KARACHI – May 30, 2019: Sindh High Court has ordered the Govt. of Sindh to immediately make payment of outstanding dues of all the CPNE member newspapers.
The order was passed by a division bench of Sindh High Court headed by Mr. Justice Mohammad Ali Mazhar after hearing the writ petition filed by Secretary General Dr. Jabbar Khattak on behalf of Council of Pakistan Newspaper Society (CPNE).
The court in its order made it clear that payment of outstanding dues of all the CPNE member newspapers should be made at once after verification of Sindh Chief Minister team within fifteen days.
The CPNE in its writ petition adopted its stand that its member’s newspapers are in the grip of serious financial crisis due to nonpayment of their outstanding dues by the Sindh govt. against govt. advertisements for the last several years, rendering journalists and workers to pass through financial problem amidst years long delaying tactics used by the Sindh Govt. for payment.
Supreme Court in its Suo Motu had ordered payment of outstanding dues of govt. advertisements to newspapers within four weeks but this order was not obeyed as yet.
Rafique Ahmad Kalwar and G.M. Dars Advocates appeared in the court on behalf of CPNE and contested the case.
A large number of editors, journalists and other employees of the newspapers were present in the premises of the court during hearing of the case.
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
